Non-Remittance of Employees' Provident Fund (EPF) and
Employees' Trust Fund (ETF) Contrib}vtions by Employers -
H.E. the President brought to the notice of the Cabinet that
certain  Government Institutions, including some which are
totally dependent on Treasury funds, have spent their earnings
and other receipts on various activities without remitting the
monthly EPF and ETF contributions of their employees,
violating the existing laws, thereby depriving the employees of
their dues at their retirement. After discussion, H.E. the
President advised the Ministers of the Cabinet to direct their
Secretaries to Ministries -

(i) to look into this matter and identify the
relevant institutions under their purview
which have not fulfilled the necessary
requirement relating to remittances of EPF
and ETF contributions;

(i) to issue instructions to the relevant
authorities of the said institutions to settle
the dues, if any, without delay and take
necessary action to remit such contributions
in time, in future, so that the terminal
benefits would reach the employees.
