Minimum Requirements for Obtaining Entrance to the University

Admission will be based on the Z-Score obtained at the G.C.E (A/L) Examination held in August 2015.

i)
In order to be eligible for admission to follow courses of study in Music, Dance , Drama & Theatre or Visual Arts, the candidate should have obtained at least a credit (C) pass for the subject he/she wishes to follow and at least “S” passes for the other two subjects offered at the G.C.E. (A/L) examination. 

ii)
He/she must obtain a minimum mark of 30% for the common General Paper.

Candidates who have been pronounced ineligible for university admission by the Commissioner General of Examinations due to not satisfactorily completing (ii) mentioned above are also allowed to apply for university admission only if they have already obtained a minimum of 30% on one of the three attempts given per candidate to allow to enter a state universities or are expecting to fulfill this requirement during a future attempt.

All such eligible candidates must get through the subject-related practical examination, if they are to obtain admission to the University of the Visual & Performing Arts.
