All bidders except Government Institutions should submit a refundable security deposit of Sri
Lankan Rupees One Hundred Ten Thousand (Rs.110,000/-) obtained from a recognized
commercial bank operating in Sri Lanka which is approved by the Central Bank of Sri Lanka.
(Bid Security shall be valid until 27.10.2025)

including all the details of security service. When submitting bids, two copies of the bids
should be prepared as “original” and “Copy” which should be enclosed in separate sealed
envelopes mentioning “original” and “copy” on those envelops.
